Spray
Systems offers downdraft, modified downdrafts and three standard cross flow booths in large sizes to
accommodate trucks and large equipment. Our truck line includes booths in 16, 18 and 20 foot widths.
Paint booth length can be extended in seven foot increments for even larger equipment.

Standard Design Features
BOOTH CONSTRUCTION

Panels are maimfactured of 18 gauge G-90 galvanized
steel. All panels have pre-punched holes for easy nut
and bolt assembly. Both the filter type and solid doors
have a structural steel tube frame, leak proof wiper type
seals at the bottom and polyfoam seals at the center.
LIGHTING

High efficiency lighting units designed for mounting out-
side booth. Industrial rated, four tube fluorescent fix-
tures with dust-tight seals and are UL listed.
FAN SPECIFICATIONS
Quiet exhaust fans designed for spray booths. Heavy duty
tubeaxial type with enclosed belts and sealed bearings.
MOTORS

FILTER GAUGE
A manometer that indicates when paint arrestors or air
intake filters necessitate replacement.

LATCHES

Heavy duty, quick release type with positive clos-
ing and panic hardware.
INTAKE FILTERS

These filters have soft, pliable, polyester fibers
coated with a special adhesive for superior dust trap-
ping. With built-in reinforcement frame.
DISPOSABLE PAINT ARRESTOR FILTERS

Paint arrestor exhaust air filters are a specially spun
fiber designed to remove paint particles efficiently
from spray booth exhaust air.
SIDE ACCESS DOOR
Access door has an 18" x 36" observation window.
UL LISTED

Electrical components and latching devices are UL
listed.
MISCELLANEOUS

All necessary hardware and caulking materials are
included with each booth.

Pressurized Truck Booth

Spray Systems Pressurized Truck Booth is
designed with a supply plenum at the front or
rear of the booth, which creates a positive
booth atmosphere. By providing uniform air
movement through out the booth, an ultimate
clean paint environment is achieved. This design
requires an air replacement system.

Large Equipment! Truck Booths

Our standard Large Equipment/ Truck Booths
use a cross flow air principle with a front or
rear flow option. The front flow booth draws
air through the filter banks located at the rear
of the booth. The rear flow booth is designed
with a rear filtered wall. The exhaust chamber

is located at the opposite end, near the entry
doors. This design minimizes dust contamination
within the spray booth.

Outdoor Truck Booth
Spray Systems exclusive outdoor design Large Equipment/Truck spray booth has the unique benefit of
being installed outdoors without a canopy. The outdoor booth saves valuable indoor floor space. The
booth's structural design meets all uniform building codes and siesmic zone 4 requirements.
